There are several types of Rainbow earrings on E-bay.  I used the fast as they will blink.  The slow work fine but give more of a subtle change.  They also come in 5mm.  I used 3 mm as they are lighter. 

I recently made up a 3" x 6" sign using the slow Rainbow Leds and used a single diode for a voltage drop instead of using individual resistors.  The sign went on a banner  stating "DIXIELAND PLAYED HERE".  The led sign said  "SAT" and it is quite effective.
