The programming with the main unit has a glitch in it and miss calculates the average.  Chronograph ver 4c is the latest addition.  If you have ordered a kit before August 10, 2017 ship the chip or unit to me and I will update it for free with ver 4C which is also located on this website.  You pay shipping.
The board is mislabeled C3 should be C2 and 0.1uF  C2 should be C3 and a 100pF.
Schematic rev 3 corrects the voltages on pins 3 & 7 of IC2.

If the 1/8" drill is too tight for the dowel use a number 30 drill.
Switch 2 is a DPDT toggle switch .  Use a Jameco part #317472 or similar.  Drill a 1/4" hole in the lower box next to the left side of the Din jack.   The wiring of this jack is located in the article.  I have revised the schematic to clarify the use of this switch.
